It started from a small workshop and through his incessant 

efforts and diligence of 22 years, now the Hong Kong headquarter office has 

over 100 staff members; Shenzhen has 5000 employees with factories occupy-

ing 75,000 square meters ; in the middle of 2006, part of the factories in Hui-

zhou started production occupying 130,000 square meters with over 1000 em-

ployees ; adding the associated marketing companies and oversea office staff, 

a total of more than 9000 people in the Dickson Group.
